The desire to own a Jaguar goes back many years, to 1967 in fact.

| grew up in a small town in central Taranaki called Eltham.
Probably best known for the Rennet Company which makes

Rennet and specialty cheeses, with blue vein cheese being it's

most notable. Eltham was also one of the first towns in New Zea-
land to have paved streets made using the coal tar residue from the
local gas works.

Eltham, an unusual place to find an E Type, but one there was, a
1966 4.2 2+2 in silver blue. This was owned by the local Poultry
Farmer, Russel Maby, with his brother having a 3.8 S Type of the
same vintage in British Racing Green. So, for an impressionable
young schoolboy these images stuck, and are still there.

My first car was a Mk 1 Ford Consul. Ownership lasted all of one
day. After the first trip and a check of the dipstick, milky oil. So, the
car was returned to it's previous owner with the assumption it had a
blown head gasket, maybe a cracked head.

Mu father must have been feeling a bit sorry for me as he took me
to have a look at a Mk 1 Zephyr convertible. Even though it was
looking sad and hadn’t been running for a while it still

looked pretty flash to me. So, my first project car. A real Father and
Son Project, | did the work, and Dad did the paying. | kept that car
for a few years, sold it, then bought it back again and did a
complete strip down and rebuild.

As life moved on so did the number of cars, here is a list of some
in no particular order, just as they come to mind. 1954 De Soto,
100E Prefect, Mk 2 Zephyr, 2 x Mk 4 Zephyrs (slow learner, you
would think one would be enough), Austin 1100, Vauxhall Viva,

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Holden EJ, HT, HQ, Falcon XA, 1956 Chevy Belair, 1960 Ford
Fairlane, 1966 Chev Impala, 1969 Ford LTD XL Fastback (429cu),
Rover TC 2000, Nissan Pulsar EXA, Mitsubishi Galant, Nissan
Terrano, Jeep Patriot, Jeep Cherokee. There are probably a few
more that escape me at present.

The rest is history, after much toing and froing,
purchase of one 1967 2+2 E Type. | am hoping to finally get to use
it more now it's back together again.

Since | purchased the Jag it has spent most of it's time being
rejuvenated. First was a full rebuild of the motor and gearbox.
Following an attack by Mr. Lucas, some wiring issues needed
attention. Then lastly, the rear assembly removed for brake
repairs that was caused by leaking diff seals as they were still the
originals and had gone hard - here's hoping for a smooth run for
a while.
